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MATHEMATICS

ROBERT EDGAR ALLARDICE, RUFUS LOT GREEN, HANS FREDERIK BLICHFELDT,

Professors.

The courses in this department have been arranged to meet the wants

of two classes of students—students whose major subject is Mathematics,

and students, who, while taking their major in some other department,

desire to include some mathematics in their course. Students

in Engineering are provided for in the Department of Applied Mathematics.

Students intending to major in Mathematics should take courses 10

and 11 during the first two years, and also courses 1 and 2, if they have

not had trigonometry and solid geometry at the high school. Course

140 should be taken at the beginning of the junior year; and, for the

Bachelor's degree, four other courses (including differential equations)

are required, to be selected from the courses following number 140.

Students whose major subject is Mathematics are recommended to

begin the study of either French or of German in their freshman year.

Students who desire to take one or more years in Mathematics as a

part of a liberal training are recommended to begin their work in this

department with one or more of the courses 1, 2, 10, and 20.

THE TEACHER'S RECOMMENDATION.—For a minor in Mathematics the

following courses are required: 1, 2, 10, 11, 200a; for a major, COUFSC

140 in addition to these courses.

time required for the separate courses, but who desire an understanding

of the fundamental principles involved and an ability to put these principles

to practical use. Presupposes elementary algebra and plane

geometry.
